1.) Verify proof of one month’s income between 126% - 200% of the FPG *(see chart);         

2.) Show current Tacoma Power bill (power bill must be in applicants name);

3.) Provide picture Identification (for grant applicant only);

4.) Display Social Security cards for every member of household;

~ If qualified, a grant in the amount of $150 per household will be credited to applicant’s bill.  

~ Tacoma Power Aid grant applicants are limited to assistance one time per year.

~ Tacoma Power Aid assistance will be credited toward: Electrical charges; disconnect fees; reconnect charges; late fees and deposits. Fund will not cover meter-tampering charges.

~ Applicants will learn energy conservation tips and will be given additional resource referrals.
